In “Wearing" ultra thin nappa leather
seduces the clothing industry with super
fine grain micro-flotter deerskin, birdseye
patterns, subtle sun effects, sweet folds
of wispy nubuck attained through mild
washing. The angelic idea will be kept
alive through animal prints such as ostrich,
teiidae and anaconda, only to then steer
towards reptile grains hand crafted by a
tanner. The colours include pastel pink and
red as well as earth-coloured and moss-
green tones.
